• Unique worldwide users visiting adult web sites monthly: 72 million (Internet 

Filter Review).  

• More than 70% of men from 18 to 34 visit a pornographic site in a typical month 

(comScore Media Metrix). 

• Approximately 20% of all Internet pornography involves children (National 

Center for Mission & Exploited Children). 

• 100,000 websites offer illegal child pornography (U.S. Customs Service 

estimate). 

• "At a 2003 meeting of the American Academy of Matrimonial Lawyers, two 

thirds of the 350 divorce lawyers who attended said the Internet played a 

significant role in the divorces in the past year, with excessive interest in online 

porn contributing to more than half such cases. Pornography had an almost non-

existent role in divorce just seven or eight years ago." (Divorcewizards.com) 

 

Christians, Pastors and Church Pornography Statistics 
 

• A 1996 Promise Keepers survey at one of their stadium events revealed that over 

50% of the men in attendance were involved with pornography within one week 

of attending the event. 

• Roger Charman of Focus on the Family's Pastoral Ministries reports that 

approximately 20 percent of the calls received on their Pastoral Care Line are for 

help with issues such as pornography and compulsive sexual behavior. 

• In a 2000 Christianity Today survey, 33% of clergy admitted to having visited a 

sexually explicit Web site. Of those who had visited a porn site, 53% had visited 

such sites “a few times” in the past year, and 18% visit sexually explicit sites 

between a couple of times a month and more than once a week. 

• 29% of born again adults in the U.S. feel it is morally acceptable to view movies 

with explicit sexual behavior (The Barna Group). 

• 57% of pastors say that addiction to pornography is the most sexually damaging 

issue to their congregation (Christians and Sex Leadership Journal Survey, March 

2005). 

 

 

Statistics on Women with Pornography Addiction 

 
• 28% those admitting to sexual addiction are women (internet-filter-review.com). 

• 34% of female readers of Today's Christian Woman's online newsletter 

admitted to intentionally accessing Internet porn in a recent poll and 1 out of 

every 6 women, including Christians, struggles with an addiction to pornography 

(Today’s Christian Woman). 
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Statistics on Pornography's Effect on Families and Marriages 

 
• 47% percent of families said pornography is a problem in their home (Focus on 

the Family Poll). 

• The Internet was a significant factor in 2 out of 3 divorces (American Academy 

of Matrimonial Lawyers in 2003). 

 

Statistics on Child Pornography Use 
 

• 9 out of 10 children aged between the ages of 8 and 16 have viewed pornography 

on the Internet, in most cases unintentionally (London School of Economics). 

• Average age of first Internet exposure to pornography: 11 years old (internet-

filter-review.com). 

• Largest consumer of Internet pornography: 12 - 17 year-old age group (various 

sources, as of 2007). 

• Adult industry says traffic is 20-30% children (NRC). 

• Youth with significant exposure to sexuality in the media were shown to be 

significantly more likely to have had intercourse at ages 14 to 16 (Report in 

Pediatrics, April, 2006). 

 

Statistics on Online Perpetrators 

 
• 1 in 7 children who use the internet have been sexually solicited (Internet Filter 

Review) 

• 1 in 5 children (10 to 17 years old) receives unwanted sexual solicitations online 

(Youth Internet Safety Survey, U.S. Department of Justice, 2001). 

• 2 in 5 abductions of children ages 15-17 are due to Internet contact (San Diego 

Police Dept.). 

• 76% of victims in Net-initiated sexual exploitation cases were 13-15, 75% were 

girls. "Most cases progressed to sexual encounters" - 93% of the face-to-face 

meetings involved illegal sex (Journal of Adolescent Health, November 2004). 

 

Cell Phone Trends & Danger Zones for kids 

 
• Text Messages to others – They can hide their activity and you can’t monitor 

their usage and chatting.  This allows children to hide their plans and actions with 

other young people or strangers. 

• Internet enabled cell phones – Pornography on demand on their cell phones. 
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Online & Console Gaming 

 
• Addictive gaming online that can allow people to escape into a fantasy world or 

desensitize a person to violence and blood (especially the First Person Shooter 

games). 

• World of Warcraft by Blizzard Entertainment – W.O.W. is the #1 online game 

currently with over 8 million subscribers.  It has revenues of nearly 1 BILLION 

dollars a year in gross revenue.  It is considered to be the most addictive video 

game on the planet by many people. 

• “First Person Shooter” type games – Half Life 2, Unreal Tournament, HALO, 

etc.  These games allow people to be ultra-violent with no consequences.  This 

type of game appeals to a persons desire for bloodlust.  It simply replaces the 

Roman gladiator the early church fathers taught against with online blood and 

explosions, the principle is the same. 

• The term "gladiator(s)" is mentioned eighty times in the writings of the early 

Church Fathers. Specifically, the Church condemned the Roman circus and 

forbade Christians from watching the events. Trainers of gladiators were 

excluded from the Church. - www.risenjesus.com

Parental Counter Measures 

 
1. Ban Cell Phone Texts – It’s WAY worse than you think.  You have lost control 

of your kids if they text often.  They also have a code language that is made of 

compressed words and acronyms that they know adults can’t understand even if 

they read the cell phone screen.  It allows boys and girls to say anything without 

parents having any idea of what’s going on. 

2. Key logger & Website Tracker Program, This will allow you to see every 

Website visited and every keystroke that is typed in.  It in gives you total ability 

to see what’s going on.  The program name is KGB at www.refog.com.  

3. Don’t EVER allow kids to have computers with high speed or wireless internet in 

their bedrooms where they can hide their activity. 

4. Have ONE public computer for family internet use.  Have it be in a visible place.  

This is a protection for both your children and marriage. 

5. Force your kids to show you all their social networking pages and check them 

often.  This is a major source of teenage rebellion, mischief, and could lead to a 

adult predator contacting your child.  It’s a common source of child abuse by 

strangers.  Don’t back down or worry about being the “bad guy” … its about your 

kids safety. 

6. Videogames – Take a second look at your kids videogame collection and use 

common sense and a garbage can when necessary.

Signs that your child may be at risk online  

   

• If your child spends large amounts of time online, especially at night, your child 

may be at risk.  

 

• Many children who fall victim to Internet sex offenders spend large amounts of 

time online, particularly in chat-rooms. They may go online after dinner and on 

the weekends and would rather spend time online than "hang out" with other 

peers from their school or neighborhood. They may be children whose families 

have told them to stay at home alone after school. They go online to chat with 

friends, make new friends, pass time, and sometimes look for sexually explicit 

information. While much of the knowledge and experience gained may be 

valuable, families should consider monitoring the amount of time their children 

are online.  

 

• You find pornography on your child's computer.  

 

• Children curious about sex may seek out information online; however, 

pornography is often used in the sexual victimization of children. Sex offenders 

often supply their potential victims with pornography as a means of opening 

sexual discussions and for lowering the child's inhibitions. Parents, grandparents, 

and guardians should be conscious of the fact that a child may hide the 

pornographic files on flash drives or CD-ROMs from them. This may be 

especially true if the computer is used by other family members.   

 

• Your child receives telephone calls from men or women you don't know or is 

making calls, sometimes long distance, to numbers you do not recognize.  

 

• While communicating to a child victim online is a thrill for an Internet sex 

offender, it can also be very cumbersome. Most want to talk to the children on the 

telephone to actually hear the child's voice. They may attempt to engage in 

"phone sex" with the children and also may seek to set up an actual meeting for a 

real sexual encounter. While a child may be hesitant to give out his or her home 

telephone number, Internet sex offenders will usually give out their contact 

information. Sometimes the offender will provide the child means to contact him 

or her through avenues that may avoid detection by their caregivers.  

 

• Your child receives mail, gifts, or packages from someone you don't know.  

 

• It is common for offenders to send letters, photographs, and all manner of gifts to 

their potential victims to increase the likelihood that the child will respond 

positively to him or her. Computer-sex offenders have even sent plane tickets in 

order for the child to travel across the country to meet them.   
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• Your child turns the computer monitor off or quickly changes the screen on the 

monitor when you come into the room.   

 

• A child looking at pornographic images or having sexually explicit conversations 

does not want you to see it on the screen.  

 

• Your child becomes withdrawn from the family.   

 

• Internet sex offenders may attempt to drive a wedge between children and their 

families. They may attempt to accentuate any minor problems at home that the 

child might have and portray themselves as the only one the child can trust. A 

child may also become withdrawn or explosive after sexual victimization.  

 

• Your child is using an online account belonging to someone else.
